SCORE 2011 ANNUAL CAMPAIGN
CHAPTER INVOLVEMENT – STEP BY STEP IMPLEMENTATION SHEET

1. What is one of the new fundraising methods available to SCORE chapters to help them raise more money?

SCORE chapters can formally use the national “SCORE Annual Campaign” to run a membership appeal for their chapter and increase the amount of support the local SCORE chapter receives annually in philanthropy from individuals (chapter-members and/or former clients).

2. What is the SCORE Annual Campaign?

For the past four years, SCORE has conducted a national annual fund campaign among its membership and various non-SCORE sources. This fund drive supports annual national projects, as well as, SCORE chapters through donor-designated gifts. The annual appeal pledge period and fund drive begins in November and ends on September 30 each year. Pledge payments for annual pledges are accepted and counted through the end of each fiscal year.

3. What is the benefit of “piggy-backing” on the national effort?

By utilizing the national SCORE Annual Campaign, your chapter can benefit by 

· Potentially increasing the amount of individual donations to your chapter saving on the cost of mailings

· eliminating the administrative and clerical tasks associated with donor record-keeping and follow-up

· creating greater awareness of your SCORE’s philanthropic needs at the chapter and national level

· taking advantage of the annual campaign’s Tribute Program

3. What percentage of the funds designated by a donor to the chapter comes back to the chapter?

100% of all donor designated funds are sent to the chapter. Currently no administrative fees are assessed or required to participate. Checks for donated funds are mailed out every other month.

In FY’10 more than 50 chapters participated and received over $40,000 in gifts designated back to their chapters. That was FOUR TIMES the amount in the previous year.

4. What does a chapter have to do to participate in this program?

1. At a local Chapter meeting, actively promote the Annual Campaign to your chapter members by encouraging them to participate in supporting your local chapter with a donation.

2. Provide donation envelopes to your chapter members.

3. Advertise the option of secure, on-line giving to SCORE through the SCORE national website and publish the following link in your newsletters:
